Sometimes I meet students I have deg@e had in other years and some are fine Christians today
and have a fine Christian wife or husband, some have had an unfortunate marriage and are
so disapointed, some have realy made shipwreck of there tives. And s®me hhve found a place
of important service for God and country. I thank God for the oppertunity to serve in this
community. .

The Morgantown Wesleyan Church has truly been of service to this community. We have always
made it a polécy to make everyone feel welcome.

Plan plenty of windoew to admit sunshine for the
Joy of living. Carefully weather-strip all openings with appreciation.

"Equip with plumbing adequate for daily cleansing of the Spirit: install heating apparatus
guaranteet to maintain a steady glow of friendly warmth; illuminate with shining radiance of
smiles and tears, and ventilate with an unlimited supply of patience.

"Adorn the walls with cheerful courtesy and pave the hearth with hospitality.

"giment the walk with humility and surround the yard with a fence of loyalty entered through

kthe gate of gratitude.



"Furnish throughout with love.

"Tnsure against all disaster by fervent prayer for duty guidance.

"Walk right in the place is yours!

Today I would like to speak to you from a verse of scripture found in Isaiah 40: 11 "He shall
feed his flock like a shepherd: he shall gg&h "the lambs with his arm and carry them in his
bosom, and shall gently lealt those that are'young. "

At thg this was written, carring for sheep was flery common in that countyy. Several
hundreg %atter when Christ was on earth He refered to the shepherd and the sheep a lot,in fact,
He refered to Himself as the good shepherd, the good shepherd giveth His life for the sheep.

Sheep must have a lot of care they cannot survive on their own.

Good green pasture is very important for sheep if they are to be healthy, the shepherd must
oontinually see that the sheep are well fed. Sheep kept on one pasture a lon time will ruin it.
Thdpwill eat the grass down into the ground and even dig up the roots sometimes and kill the
grass. They will make trails that will make gulleys and greatly damage the land. The sheep
will develop pasasites and deaseas that will destry them. We as people are somewhat like sheep.

Jesus in His great love has promised to
care for us if we will let Him. He knows what is best for our spiritual health and will supply the
need if we will follow Him.

26:64. the words of Jesus, "I say unto you, hereafter
shall ye see the Son of man sitting on the right hand of power, and coming in the clouds
of heaven." So we see that the manner of His coming will be different than the first time.
The first time He came as a baby born in Bethleham . The secomd coming will be with power and
glory through the clouds, He will come back like he went away.

We have no advance notice
the sky will look the same as it always has, we will be doing the ordinary things of life
when He comes. One great man of God was asked what he would do today if He knew the Lord
was coming. He said, "I would do just what I had planned to do, so you see he felt sure He
was doing what God wanted him to do. I heard a preacher say one time when I was a boy
that Christians had so many differences, grudges, hard feeling, and misunderstandings that
before they can go all the way to heaven they will meet the Lord in the air, and get all
thése things straightend out so they will be ready for heaven. The trouble with that ﬂﬁzﬁkf
is that there is no place in the Bible where there is any teaching like that. We are
to live in perfect obedience to the Lord now. I Tim. 6:14 says, "That thou keep this com-
mandment without spot, unrebueable until the appearing of our Lord Jesus Christ."

Second message on Bible Prophecy (Russia)

This is R. V. Gibbs coming to you again this morning. Yesterday I spoke to you
about Bible prophecy that has been fulfilled or is being fullfaédled. Today I would
like to speak to you concerning Russia (the Soviet Union) as it is mentioned in the
Bible.

The rulers of Russia do not believe God! They will not take heed to the warnings of
God! God has known that this would be true, yes, even before the foundation of the world.
God has foretold us, over 2500 years ago, by His faithful Prophet Evekiel, what is soon
going to happen to Russia. One-third of the world is now under Communistic rule! What
is Russia going to do? What is the future of Communism? Will Russia succedd in her ambitios
to rule the World? Man does not know the answers to these momentous questions! But God
has not left us in darkness, as to what the future holds! He has revealed it to us by
His holy prophets of old, in His Word, the Holy Bible. "For the prophecy came not in old
time by the will of man; but holy men of God spake as they were moved by the Holy Ghost."
(II Peter 1321)

One of God's holy prophets, Evekiel, was moved upon, over 2500 years ago, to foretell

many nations.

God has foretold us that this nation, and other nations assembled with her, are going
to ascend, and come like a storm against the mountains of Israel, Let us read carefully
what God's word, says: in Ezwkiel 38:1-6

Third message on Bible Prophecy (America)

Goodmorning, this is R.V. Gibbs speaking to you again on Bible Prophecy. I realize
that I won't be able to hardly scratch the sarface when it comes to bringing out all the
prophecys of the Bible. Neither do I profess to understand all of them.

Yesterday I spoke to you about Russia in Bible Prophecy, today I want to show you
propkecys that may refer to America. You must realize that at the time the Bible was
written that theAMerican continent had not even been discovered yet by the people of
Europe or Asia. The name America had not even been heard of. Nevertheless it seems
the prophet Isaiah had a vision of what America was going to be like. He says, "Woe to
the nation shadowing with wings, which is beyond the rivers of Ethiopial (1;15. The word
"Woe" is best translated "Ah," an sxclamation of surprise or wonderment, or "Ho," an
animated salute. So it should read: "Ho" or "Ah,"™ to the land shadowing with wtT wings."

Isaiah sees the geographical location of America in its relation to Palestine:
"beyond the rivers of Ethiopia." This was due west and a great ways off. The rivers
of Ethiopia™ means the Nile in its "seven fingers" in the delta as it flows into the
Mediterranean Sea. The Nile heads up in Ethiopia, then flows into Egypt where it finally
develops into "rivers" before it empties into the sea. So if you will get a globe of the
world and find Palestine and look due west "beyond the rivers of Ethiopia,' from Jeruaalem,
where the prophet was probably writing this prophecy, it will take you direcﬂainto the
coasts of South Carolina and Georgia of the good old U. S. A.

Next, Isaiah gives us the emblem of this country. He says it is a ""land shadowing
with wings." Bible scholars agree that this can mean none other than our American Bald
Eagle, which is found on our coins and on the tops of our flagpoles. And is it not true
that multiplied thousands have come to our shores seeking religious liberty and protection
under the shadowing wings of our great American eagle? It is a land that serves as a refuge
to all other nations on the earth. It has a govermment for the protection of all other
peovle, HFHEAFTHHHIHEHHHGHIEGHEHEHSY a 1and that welcomes to its shores the downtrodden
and the suffering people scattered abroad upon the face of the earth. It is a singular
fact that this term of being Ma land of outstretched wings" for the shelter of all other
people cannot be applied to any other country on the face of the earth. Since the world
began there never has been any other country that from its beginning offered a welcome
and a hospitality to all other people for the purpose of giving them religious and civil
liberty except America.

Isaiah still gives us other interesting data on this countr;nours. He saw a land
which would naturally be divided by rivers. Our King James version says "Aland which the
rivers shall spoil" (V.2), which means the rivers have divided. Palestime only has ese
one river, the Jordan, and it was a marvelous thing for Isaish to see a land with many
rivers naturally dividing it. Look at our mighty Mississippi flowing south and naturally
dividing our country into the east and west. See the great Ohio, Missouri, and Arkansas
riversd flowing into it. Then look at the St. Lawrence flowing east, and the Columbia
flowing west and the great Rio Grande wending its way southeast into the Gulf of Mexico,
forming the boundary line between our country and Mexico.

America has always been agﬁ?iend of the Jews. It has been a refuge for them. and they
have had great success in this country. we have helped them to rebuild their nation
and have always stood by them. The Bible speaks of Israel as being the Apple of Gods!
eye. GCod said to Abraham I will bless them that bless thee and curse them that cursesth
thee. Germany tried cussing them by murdering 6 million Jews but what happened to Germany
they went down in defeat. Their super race as they called themselves was no match for
America and Great Britian that loved the Jews. If you touch the Jews you are touching the
Apple of Gods Eye and he will fight for them.

It Appears that Britain and America will defend the Jews when Russia and her satalites
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come to Israel from the North. WE read in Ezekiel 38:13) "Tarshish, with all the young
lions thereof, shall say unto thee, Art thou come to take a spoil... to carry away silver
and gold.?"

It has been absolutely proven that the word British comes from Tarshish. Furthermove,
ships have always been associated withvfarshish. Britian has been a nation of many ships
and was called the mistress of the seas. Now her ally, America, holds this honor.

To prove further that Tarshish stands for Great Britain we read in this same 13th
verse that "all the young lions thereof' will unite with Tarshish in defending Palestine.
Every nation has its national emblem. America has the grand old eagle with outspeead
wings. And Britain's emblem is the lion. If Britain is the mother lion, who are "All the
young lions thereofy The answer seems obvious: Canada, Australia, New Zealand and last but
not least America; for we surely are an offspring of England.

When Russia comes to take Israel it will not be the forces of America and Britian that
are able to defeat them but God will rain upon them and upon upon their bands, and upon
the many people that are with him, an overflowing rain, and great hailstones, fire, and
brimstone." Ezekiel 38.

There have been many speculations about whether America will be taken over by
Communism. I know of no absolute proof according to the Bible whether it will or not.
I know one thing. God is the same yesterday, today and forever. He says I change not.
He is long suffering not willing that any should berish but that all should come to
repentance. But He also says, except you #eu repent you shall perish.

God told Hé##gW¥## Jonah the prophet that he was to go to Hineveth a great wicked
city and tell them that in 40 days they would be distroyed. But God did not distroy them,
Why3 because theYrepented in sack cloth and ashes and prayed and fasted. America cannot
be spared just because of the good deeds of the past, some of the things we are doing
are absolutley wrong and could bring the wrath of God on us. Homosexuality, abortion,and
pornography could cause us to be destroyed as it has other nations. Peter wrote: "For
if God spared not the angels that sinned, but cast them dowon to hell, and delivered
them into chains of darkness, to be reserved unto judgment And spared not the old world,
but saved Noah the eighth person, a preacher of righteousness, bringing in the flood
upon the world of the ungodly; and turning the cities of Sodom and Gomorrha into ashes
condemned them with an over throw, making them an ensample unto those that after live
ungodly; II Peter 2:4~6) My question is, Do you think for a moment that God will spare
us? No you say. God will not spare America unless we repent and change the way we are livig

I thank God for modern day men of God who are doing their best to turn the heart of
this great nation back to God and righteousness. Their labor is not in vain in the Lord.

In closing this morning I would like to encourage everyone that is endeavering to
hold up the blood stained banner holiness. You are the light of the world, and the
spiritual force that is bringing hope to mankind. Let us pray, Dear Heavenly Father,
We want to thank you for your love and mercy that has spared us, we know you could
destroy us in a moment, Our hope of salvation is in you alone. Help us to walk in your
ways and be led by your blessed Holy Spirit. In Jesus name we pray, Amen.
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This is Pastor R.V. Gibbs speaking to you again. I haveéBeen speaking about the second
coming of our Lord and Saviour, Jesus Christ. Today I want to speak to you about the

final judgement, often refered to as the Great White throne Judgement. We read about this
in the Book of Rev. Ch. 20 versese 11-15 "And I saw the dead, small and great stand before
God; and the books were opened: and another book was opened, which is the book of life:

and the dead were judged out of those things which were written in the books, according

to their works. and the sea gave up the dead which were in it; and death and hell delivered
up the dead which were in them: and they were judged every man according to their works.
And death and hell were cast into the lake of fire. This is the second death. And whosoever
was not found written in the book of life was cast into the lake of fire."

We like to think of God as always showing mercy and love, but we should not be deceived
into thinking that we can live a life of sin and rebellion, than go straight to glory.
God will try every mans work of what sort it is. You may go on in sin. revel in its pleasures
but judgement day is coming Eccl. 11:9 says "Rejoice, O young man in thy youth; let thy
heart cheer thee in the days of thy youth and walk in the ways of thine heart, and in
the sight of thine eyes but know thou that for all these things God will bring thee into
judgement ." Heb. 9:27 "It is appointed unto men once to die, but after this the judgement.

To appear before God and be judgeed is an appointment we all must keep. We might say
I would rather notjyor I wont go,but it makes no difference what we thi§EjGod has said
"It is appointed Gnto men once to die, but after this the judgement.

Just as sure as Jesus came to earth on a certain day, and is coming back to earth on
a certain day. It is just as certain that there will be a day of final judgement.
"Because He hath appointed a day in the which he will judge the world." Acts 17:31.
"iihen the Son of man shall come in his glory, and all the holy angels with Him, then shall
He sit upon the throne of his glory: and before him shall be gathered all nations: and
he shall separate them one from another, as a shepherd divideth his sheep from the goats.
And he shall set the sheep on his right hand, but the goats on the left. Then shall the
King say unto them on his right hand, Come, ye blessed of my Father, inherit the kingdom
prepared for you from the foundation of the world; Then shall he say also unto them on
the left hand, depart from me, ye cursed, intc everlasting fire, prepared for the devil
and his angels;:" Matt. 25:31=34,41.

Many people try to cover up their sins, they might be able to hide them from people, but
nothing shall be hid from God who knows everything. "Judge nothing bafore the time until
the Lord come, who both will bring to light the hidden things of darkness, and will manifest
the councils of the hearts" ( ICor. 4:5) "In the day when God shall judge the secrets of
men by Jesus Christ according to my gospel." Rom. 2:16 "For there is nothing covered
that shall not be revealed; neither hid that shall not be known, therefore whatsoever ye
have spoken in darkness shall be heard in the light and that which ye have spoken in the
éar in closetw shall be proclaimed upon the house tops." Luke 12:2,3 "For God shall bring

every work into judgement, with every secret thing, whether it be good, or whether it be
evil. Eccl. 12:1).

God keeps a record of our lives down to the last detain "But I say unto you, that every
idle word that men shall speak, they shall give account thereof in the day of judgement."
Matt. 12:36. It is no use for us to try to hide anything from God. The Bible makes this
very plain. The important thing for us to do is to confess our wrong doing in genuine
repentance and forsaking sin. If we will do that we will be shown mercy. If not we are
lost. The Bible says, Some mens sins go on before and others follow after. "If we
confess our sins, He is faithful and just to forgive us our sins and to clense us from
all unrighteousness." 1 John 1:9 God has promised that if we repent of our sins now

Our sins when we have truly repented of them, but Jesus said, Except ye rgpent ye will perish
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The Bible says that wicked men shall pray for the rocks and mountains to fall on them to
hide them from the face of Him that sitteth upon the throne. That will be a terrible day for
sinners. I don't want to be among them. If men don't repent of their sins and forsake them
they will follow them to the judgement. Many people care nothing for God or the church now
they think if is foolish to Obey God and work in the Church, but there is comming a time
when God will laugh when their fear commeth and every kamee shall bow and every tongue
shall that Jesus is Lord, but it will be too late then. In our court system you can appeal
a judgement, have a new trial and do a lot of things to change the verdict but when you are
dealing with God you cannot get the verdict changed. "He says now if the time to get
forgiveness and make things right. At the final Jjudgement you will have no chance to
change anything. The time of mercy is now while we live and have our being. Jesus says
now is the accepted time floday is the day of salvation.

When will this time of judgement? It will not come untill the World ﬁgiz been burned with
fire and the elements have melted with fervent heat. You might say will that time is a
long time off and I have plenty of time to get ready. Just remember this, Your life is
short and it is so easy to put off what you know you should do untill it is too late.
There is no hope after you are dead. This life is where you must prepare to meet God.

The enemy of your soul the Devil tries in every way he can to get you to be lost. He is
working night and day to damm your soul. Don't listen to him . Do like Christian in
the Book Pilgrims progress, flee from the city of destruction, and run to the foot of the
cross, there unload all you sins at the feet of Jesus, and escape from the awful penelty
of eternal distruction in the lake of fire and brimstone.

I cannot see who I am speaking to but if you are lost in sin today I beg you to forsake
all and follow Jesus. He says "Come unto me all ye that are weary and heavy laden and I
will give you rest, take My yoke upon you and learn of me for I am meek and lowly in
heart and ye shall find rest unto your souls for my yoke is easy and my burden is light."
Donft liSten to the Devils lies for run to Jesus.

Let us pray. Hevenly Father, we come to you in the name of Jesus, Sin is a terrible thing
and judgement for sin is sure and final. there may be those listening today that are lost.
We pray that the blessed Holy Spirit will go to lost souls today and convict them in a
mighty way, that they may repent and be saved. We know that you don't want any one to
be #awed but that all should come to repentance. We pray that this will be the day of
salvation for some soul. We pray they will come before it is everlasting too late. In
Jesus name we pray, Amen.
